Dear Chief Constable
Reference: Officer’s name, rank, and warrant number 
I have received my remediable service statement that states that I will owe interest on the extra contributions required to revert to the 1987 pension.
The rationale for charging me interest is that I have had the extra money in my pocket and could have invested it, or used it to purchase goods, which I otherwise could not have afforded.
I understand that tax relief owing to me will be taken from the amount that I owe. 
I presume that the interest I am owed from the tax relief will be offset against the interest I am being asked to pay on the additional contributions.
Thus, being paid interest on what I am owed is a fair outcome because the position would otherwise be unbalanced, and I would be unfairly disadvantaged. 
I would be grateful if this could be calculated and presume this will be calculated at the 8% rate, which has been agreed for monies owed to officers.
